The Model 530 has
this 11" EA panel grille as a
standard feature.

As with the standard grilke,
the EA panel grille can be
ardered in one inch incre-
rments from 10 to 156%

The installation of & Sub-Zero
is an easy task it you have
done the necessary prepara
tion. Before bringing the unit
into a howse, itshould be
uncrated outside. Remove the
box and wood base and dis-
card this material. Do not
discard wood block and
hardware to be used for block-
ing your unit.

In addition retract front
leveler legs to ensure easier
rmovernent of the unit for
installation.

TAWARNING|

To reduce the possibility of
the unit tipping forward, you
must reposition the front
levelers o make contact with
the floor. You will have to ex-
tend these legs when the unit
is finally positioned.

You should remove the grille
for easier transportation
through doorways and later
access to the power cord.

ice maker, rough in the water
supply line. Connect a %" OD
copper ling to the house
supply being sure 1o use an
easily accessible shut off
valve between the supply and
the refrigeralor.

Do not use “self-piercing”
valves. A saddie valve Kit
fnart #4-20-088-0) 1s avail-
ahle from your distributor/
dealer. A line filter is required
when water conditions have
a high sediment content.

[he water ling should be
routed up through the floor
within 3 from the back wall
no higher than 3" off the
floor. If you have 1o come
through the wall, make sure
the water line 15 no more than
3" from the floor.

Regardiess of the routing,
allow two to three feet of
excess copper Wwbing to
remain outside the wall or
floor for easy connection to
the unit.
